LEGAL AUTHORITY AND REASON FOR COLLECTION OF PERSONAL 
INFORMATION 

The Voters FIRST Act (the Act) and the regulations implementing the Act require that the selection 
of Commissioners on the Citizens Redistricting Commission (Commission) be open to public 
scrutiny and the press (see subd. (d), Sec. 2, Voters FIRST Act; subd. (b), Sec. 2, Art. XXI, Cal. 
Const.; subd. (c), Secs. 8252, 11120, 11121, and 11125.1 Cal. Gov. Code; 2 CCR 60835, 60836, 
60842, and 60846). The Act also requires that the Bureau of State Audits (bureau) select 60 of the 
most qualified applicants based upon their voter affiliation, the absence of any conflicts of interest, 
their qualifications to serve pursuant to Article XXI of the California Constitution, their relevant 
analytical skills, ability to be impartial, appreciation for California's diverse demographics and 
geography, and their racial, ethnic, geographic, gender and economic diversity. To assess each 
applicant's identity and qualifications to serve on the commission, and to track the demographic 
information of the applicant pool, this application seeks personal information about applicants that 
will be provided to the Applicant Review Panel, bureau staff, the public, including members of the 
press, the Legislature, and the commission.
